Question 36 — 40: Read the passage carefully.

By the time you are reading this passage, chances are that you have already heard or known about
the solar eclipse on the news. It is the phenomena that occurs when a part of the Earth’s surface is
engulfed by the shadow of the Moon, which may block the sunlight partially or totally. This is
why it is called partial solar eclipse and total eclipse, respectively. The reason that we don’t get to
see solar eclipse happening every new moon is because the Moon’s orbit is tilted at more than 5
degrees to the Earth’s orbit around the Sun, so its shadow usually misses the Earth. Each year,
there are at least 2, with the maximum being 5, solar eclipses happening, some of which are less
common because they are total eclipses. These are uncommon since in order for it to happen, the
Moon needs to be perfectly aligned between the people observing on Earth, and the centers of the
Moon and the Sun and the Moon must be at a particular distance so as to completely block the
sunlight. If the distance is too far, we get an annular solar eclipse where the Moon appears to be



smaller than the Sun, resulting in a ring when seen from Earth. Thus, it is a completely natural
phenomenon. However, in the past, people used to treat solar eclipses as omens, events that are
regarded as a sign of significant change in the near future. In fact, many cultures around the world
tried to explain them in a variety of ways, with one in particular being as a sign that the gods are
fighting among each other, or that demons are trying to “eat” the sun. And so, it is often recorded
that people would try to make a loud noise to chase it away. Nowadays, with the help of telescopes
and advanced technologies, scientists are not only able to explain solar eclipses, but also predict
and calculate when it will happen. And so, next time when you hear an eclipse is going to happen,
prepare yourself and enjoy the view, just remember not to look at it directly.
